Note that a number of activities with codes for being on-foot indicate very short walking episodes. This detail sets this survey apart from many included in the MTUS. As a result, there are cases of MTRAV=3 and ELOC not travelling. Also, there are a number of changes of location that must involve short unreported trips. These cases are marked in the secondary activity as SEC=62, but the location for these cases are recorded as the location reported by the diarists.

Most unknown locations on the inout variable are most likely to be inside.

VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION

Note that the previous converter had less experience with the process and did not make full use of household information. The previous file included each diary independently without identifying households. Also, a number of variables, including the single parent marker, partial age of the youngest child, whether couples are married or cohabiting are now available in the MTUS when these were not previously available.

· AGEKIDX / AGEKID2
There is no variable per se for the age of the youngest child. All household members aged 10+ were asked to keep diaries, and we are able to compute the age of the youngest diarist. We also know the number of children aged <15 in the household. If there are children aged <15 and no child diarists, these children must be at least aged 5 or older. In these cases, agekidx is set to 2 and agekid2 to 9. We then turn to the diary codes. If the household includes a child aged <10 and one or more diarists in the household report looking after an infant, then the youngest child in the household most likely is aged <5. Also, if the childcare time is above 250 for the household for the day, the likelihood is high that the youngest child is very young. In such cases, agekidx is set to 1 and agekid2 to 3.
· DISAB 
While the file does mark households with a person with a disability, this information is not available at the individual level. In the case of 1 person households, the person with the disability could be identified. For larger households, this variable is set to -7.

· EDUCA/ EDCAT
The original variable B18 has the following categories:

1 elementary school

The original education variable contains an unusually high number of respondents in the elementary schooling category. Comparison with OECD statistics suggests that the proportion of respondents with only elementary education should be much lower than this. So caution should be exercised when using any education variables from this survey. Many of these cases in fact actually may be missing.

· HHTYPE
There are 33 cases of people who say that they live alone but who also say that they are married and who report spending time with a spouse or partner.
· HLDID
This variable combines regional, sample area and household markers into one variable.

· INCOME / INCORIG

There is no income variable, but there is a monthly housing costs variable, which we use in place of income as this is the only alternative. Nonetheless, the data is missing for 68.4% of households.

· MIGRANTD / MIGRANTM / MIGRANTF / WHERBORN
The survey did not ask where respondents or their parents were born. However, there are variables asking about the citizenship of diarists, as well as the head of the household. In this survey, wherborn has the same values as citizen, as we assume that most people who are Austrian citizens were born in Austria. People who are nationals of other countries are categorised as being from Yugoslavia, Turkey or elsewhere. These three categories are in migrant. We use the relationship between household members to create migrant and migrant where the parents live in the same household and completed the survey or are the household reference person. These parental migration variables are missing where parents no longer are living, live in other households, or did not participate in the survey.
· MTRAV
Normally, other and imputed travel is coded as in a vehicle. In this case, many of these travel episodes are very short, and more likely walking, and thus could have taken place inside or outside. Consequently, in this survey, in contrast with others, there are MTRAV=5 cases in all INOUT categories and many ELOC categories.
· OCCUPO
There is a detailed variable called b10a called occupation, with no labels or clear connection to a standard. The variable b12n does have labels and serves at the occupo for now.

· OCOMBWT
The original weight inflates to the size of the total population.
· RELREFP / PARTID / PARNTID1 / PARNTID2
There is a variable reporting the relation to the reference person, with the categories reference person, partner of reference person, child of reference person, parent of reference person, others. There are separate variables marking partners and parents and children in each family, defined as a couple or couple with children in the household. These variables and considerable code were used to make these variables. The additional relrefp variable largely are possible to create as if a couple lives in a household with other adults, and one partner in the couple is the child of two of the other adults while the partner of this person is listed as having an "other" relationship and the couple reports being legally married, the partner is a child-in-law. We used similar logical sequences (more detail in code). Nonetheless, while the parent and partner identifiers are largely comprehensive, relrefp is less comprehensive.
