16 diaries from 8 diarists (2 diaries per diarist) had missing ages which were recoded as 18 years old.  There is some reason to suspect that they may be young adults – all of these diarists are unmarried, none report any children,  none are employed or in the workforce (i.e. not self-described unemployed), 2 report being students, and  4 report a significant amount of time in school and doing homework.  However, 6 of 8 of these diarists report living in single person households so it is unlikely that they are children (i.e. under the age of 18).  Therefore, these cases were coded as 18 years.  To adjust the statistical weights or to examine these cases more closely the person (PERSID) and diary (ID) identifiers are included below.

Employment, student and retirement status are mutually exclusive – a person can be coded only as one of the three.  The original variable (ptoim) asked respondents to choose from one  of the following: “employed”, “unemployed”, “student”, “chronic disability/illness”, “pensioner otherwise”, “homemaker” or “other”.

HEALTH

The diarist is classified as having “poor” health if his or her illness “limits everyday life”, “fair health” if he or she has “recurring symptoms” or is “diagnosed with a chronic illness”, and “good” health if he or she responds “none of the above”. 

HHLDSIZE

There are numerous instances in the original data of the household size  variable being inconsistent with other variables.  This was addressed in three ways. (1) The original household size variable does not seem to include the respondent when he is under the age of 18.  Therefore, if the respondent is under the age of 18 household size is increased by one.  (2) Upon doing this, there were still inconsistencies which were fixed by adding the original count variable for total household children under the age of 18 to household size.  For example, if in the original data household size is one and the respondent is a single parent then the total number of his or her children is added to household size. (3) These two steps addressed the majority of the issues with household size, however, a few problems still remained.  For example,  several diarists responded that they were married without children but listed their household size as one. We address this issue by increasing the household size until its logically consistent with the other variables. For example, in the previous example the household size is increased from one to two so as to account for the fact that the respondent is married. Please note that this affects a very small number of cases.

ID / PERSID

The original id variable, kohden, creates a unique identifier for each diary case. This original variable consists of a largely unique person number and a 1 or 2 as the final digit indicating whether this is the first or the second diary. To reconstruct the original variable kohden=persid + id.
NCHILD

The number of children in the household are the number of own, not total, children. All respondents under the age of 18 left this question blank.  Therefore, the number of household children is missing for all respondents under the age of 18.  However, it should be noted that these households have at least one child – the respondent. 

PETCARE/GARDENING 

· PET CARE (OTHER THAN WALK DOG) – MAIN27

· GARDENING – MAIN46

· PET CARE WALK DOGS – MAIN47

The original time use variable is called “care for lot / animals” and it is divided into the three separate CTUR codes by duration and location codes:  

· Pet care (other than walk dogs) – MAIN27 – is defined as any lot/animal care that occurs indoors (at home or at another persons home) or if the location is “elsewhere outside of home” or unknown and 30 minutes or shorter.

· Gardening – MAIN46 – is defined as lot/animal care that occurs while travelling (except walking) – this is assumed to be buying plants or planting supplies –  or if the location is “elsewhere outside of home” or unknown and is longer than 30 minutes.

· Pet care (walk dogs) – MAIN 47 – is defined as lot/animal care that occurs while walking (“on foot”).  This, however, produces no cases and so it is classified as could not be created (-9)

OCCUPO
The original occupation variable is a combination of two variables, ammtun and soseko. The variable ammtun has values from 1 to 20, and these values have been multiplied by 10, with additional information from soseko reflected in the final number. The combined category labels are as follows:

RETIRED

Only 1.3% cases was coded as RETIRED=1, due the respondents’ age range (10-64 years old).

STUDENT and UNEMP 

If people’s economic activity status is coded as student or unemployed they are coded as not having work hours, so there are no working students or unemployed people in this file.

SPPART

The original diary collected time with other people. Sadly, the sequence level with whom data have been lost, though there is a summary variable for total time spent with others. We use this summary information to create the SPPART variable in the W58 files. Some people in couples recorded no time with their spouse or partner. Others record a high level of time with their spouse, but not people in couples recorded a full day with their spouse. Some people nonetheless, do record their spouse as present during at least some of their sleeping time. It may be possible to estimate what people might have been doing with their spouse by looking for combinations of episodes that add up to the total time the spouse was reported as present. We considered that results would be too unreliable to make such decisions for the whole file for the MTUS, but users may find solutions for some subgroups in this data.


VEHICLE 

The diarist was asked whether he or she had an automobile (“yes” or “no”).  Therefore, a positive response is coded as 1 car or motorcycle (value 3), however, some of these responses may include 2 or more cars or motorcycles.
