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GENERAL WARNING RELATED TO EARLIER VERSIONS
The original data include some date errors, principally in diaries collected over the end of 1991 and start of 1992. These errors are corrected in this version. Also, a systematic error in the recording of the end of episode time in just over 20% of diaries made complete 24 hour diaries appear to have less than 24 hours of reported time. Previous versions of this data coded this missing time as missing (main=69 / av=41). A simple code corrects these errors, and the missing time in these diaries in in fact reported, just missing on account of the end time error. In this version, this matter is corrected. While there are no changes in the number of episodes or participation (or not) in reported activities, the overall missing time has reduced significantly, and more diaries have a weight resulting from containing sufficient detail for analysis (whereas in previous versions, these diaries were 0 weighted on the basis of missing excessive time). The activity categories most affected are sleep and imputed sleep time.

· CITIZEN

While there is no variable noting whether diarists are citizens of Israel, the original survey did ask a two category ethnicity variable (Jewish, Arab and others). People who identified as Jewish were additionally asked if they were born in Israel or elsewhere (and where if elsewhere), if their father had been born in Israel or elsewhere (and where if elsewhere), and if they migrated, when they migrated. Being born Jewish in Israel and migration are related to citizenship, but as this information is not available for all ethnicities, we did not approximate citizenship. The ethnicity variable is available in the region and ethnicity supplement for Israel for the MTUS.
· DAY

There is an unequal distribution of days of the week. Due to data collecting issues, Wednesdays, Thursdays, and Sundays are underrepresented.  These are addressed with an adjustment in the weights.

· EDUCA

The following are the original educational categories:

· HLDID

Household identification was created using other variables found in the original data because an equivalent variable does not exist in the original data. We sorted all cases by all household level variables, then sorted households so that each household has only one household reference person.

· MIGRANTD / MIGRANTM / MIGRANTF
The original survey did asked about where diarists where born and where diarists’ fathers were born, but not where diarists’ mothers were born. An additional variable, yrimm, asks which year diarists who were not born in Israel migrated. The variable bthpl records where diarists were born, and the variable pabthpl records where diarists’ fathers were born. The list of countries and locations in these two variables are identical. In these lists, 90 means born in Israel, and 95 means born in Turkey. Documentation of the meaning of the other values has been lost. Another more aggregated variable amalgamates the country and region list into three categories, born in Asia, born in Africa, and born in Europe or the Americas. The categories available thus are:
0 born in the country of the survey
1 born in Asia
2 born in Turkey
3 born in Africa
4 born in Europe or Americas.

· MONTH

There is a seasonal bias in the survey.  No data was collected for the summer months.

· UNEMP

The Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics listed the official unemployment rate as 10% - in this file the unemployment rate appears slightly higher, 11%. The unemployment rate in Israel is higher than in many of the countries whose data are included in the MTUS.

· Household 102

It is possible that in household id 102, person 1823 actually is a woman (miscoded as a man) and the wife of the man with person number 2012. There is insufficient information to confirm if the sex of person number 1823 is coded incorrectly.
