· The original activity "52" (participation in activities) was assumed to be related to participation in organizations of some sort, given that it is grouped with "organized activities" and "religious activities". It was therefore coded in AV23.

VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION

· SURVEY
The survey of Finland 1987 was conducted from April 1987 to March 1988. The variable SURVEY however takes the value ‘1987’ so that it follows the labeling convention of using the first year of a multi-year survey.

· CIVSTAT 

CIVSTAT is more detailed than in most other surveys since it is based on two different questions.

· COHAB
The missing values for the original variable (AVOL) were coded into COHAB=0 because it was clear from the other question on marital status (see CIVSTAT) that these individuals were married, and therefore not in a ‘consensual union.

· NCHILD

The variable “LAPSILKM” in the dataset only capture the respondents’ children under 18 years old. In order to take into account all children younger than 18 in the household, the respondents younger than 18 years old were added into NCHILD.

· AGEKID

The variable “NUORLAPS” only collected the information on the age of youngest children of respondents who are older than 18. In order to capture all the children in the household, respondents who are 10-12 years old were computed to be AGEKID = 2 and respondents who are 13-17 years old were computed to be AGEKID = 3.

· INCORIG

This dataset actually contains two income variables but because the second variable HDECI has several missing cases HQUAR was used. The income data for Finland 1987 is imputed from the Taxation Register, not from the respondent’s actual interview.  This explains why there are no missing cases.  

The value labels for HQUAR were not available in the original dataset.

· DISAB

The original variable “tervey” used to create DISAB contains four categories: 1 ‘limits everyday life’ 2 ‘chronic disease diagnosed by doctor’ 3 ‘recurring symptoms/complaint’ 4 ‘none of above’.  Only respondents in category ‘1’ are regarded as having disabilities.
