VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION
· NCHILD

The variable “laps18” in the dataset only capture the respondents’ children under 18 years old. In order to take into account all children younger than 18 in the household, the respondents younger than 18 years old were added into NCHILD.

· AGEKID

The variable “ageykid” only collected the information on the age of youngest children of respondents who are older than 18. In order to capture all the children in the household, respondents who are 10-12 years old were computed to be AGEKID = 2 and respondents who are 13-17 years old were computed to be AGEKID = 3.

· EMPSP

There are 3485 cases coded as EMPSP=-8 (missing), due to the cases with missing values for “spocc”.
· INCORIG

The original income variable is continuous.
· EDUCA

The original variable “educat” was used to create EDUCA. The value labels for EDUCA are as follows:
