VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION






· PERSID and ID
The original data contains a two variable level identifier, which is preserved in this dataset. The value of PERSID is really the region of the diarist’s household rather than a personal identifier, and ID is really the id of the household where the person resides, but as there is only one diarist per household, this is effectively a person-level identifier. These two identifiers together uniquely identify cases.
