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It is important to note that in the most recent release of Italy 1989 the data has been substantially cleaned, which may lead to different findings than when using previous versions of this data. The original Italian 1989 data contains 359 cases that are over 1440 minutes long, which were not cleaned in previous releases.  In this release, all of these cases are cleaned so that these diaries are now exactly 1440 minutes long. Some of these are only minor changes that affect only one or two episodes per diary but others involve major changes. All of these changes are explained in the comments section of the Stata syntax file (ITA1989.do). It is possible to open this file and view the description of these changes without using Stata, to do this simply change the extension from “.do” to “.txt” (ITA1989.do to ITA1989.txt) and open the file with any text editor.

Respondents aged older than 17 years old in households where AGEKIDX = -7 were coded as AGEKIDX = 4.

· DAY

The respondents filled out a diary either on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Saturday or Sunday. The unweighted distribution of DAY is very unequal as the weekend days are greatly oversampled. The weekdays (i.e. Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday) should be treated together when working with this data. Finally, it is important to consider the omission of Friday in particular as it is a special weekday.  Fridays are a unique weekday in that they involve various evening leisure activities (e.g. attending bars/clubs, visiting friends late at night …) which rarely occur during the other weekdays.

· EDUCA

The value labels for the original education variable (EDUCA) are as follows:

· EMPSTAT

In the original variable ‘OCCUPATI’, there are several cases missing (14.8%). It appeared that all of these missing cases are persons aged 3 to 13 and therefore most likely to be students (with the exception of the 3-5 year olds). Therefore, the missing cases have been coded into EMPSTAT = 4 (not in paid work). 

· EMPSTAT, EMP, UNEMP, STUDENT, RETIRED 

'OCCUPATI' is used to create EMPSTAT, EMP, UNEMP, STUDENT and RETIRED.  As part of the survey the diarist had the option of selecting only one these status that best applied to his or her situation.  This classification scheme means, for example, that a diarist cannot be employed and a student because in the original survey he or she had to choose only one status.     

· HHTYPE 

The original variable used in the computation of HHTYPE refers to family members and not household members. Our coding is missing out on non-related persons living in the household. One diarist who is in the married/cohabiting couple alone household type, is also in the family status noted as “aged 18+ living with 1+ co-resident children 5-17”. This diarist is in fact recorded as cohabiting with the other diarist in the same household (hldid = 6868) whose age is under 18. The other diarist is recorded in the same household type but with the family status being “aged < 18 living arrangement other or unknown”.

· HHLDSIZE

HHLDSIZE represents actual family members. It therefore excludes non-family members who live in the house. The variable is therefore not fully comparable to that of the other surveys.

· ID

Diary identifier was coded same as persid as a sequence of numbers from 1 to the total number of diaries (37731), this has been corrected since generally person ids range no more than maximum of the people in the household. The diary identifier should have the same values as person identifier because they are one-day diaries, hence PERSID = ID.

· NCHILD

NCHILD refers to the number of children in the household. The original Italy 1989 variables instead refer to the number children in the basic nuclear family. Some respondents who are under 18 years old were miscoded in the original variables. Therefore, respondents who are younger than 18 years old, miscoded in the original variable “number of children in the household”, and coded 6 (son of reference person), 7 (son born in previous marriage), 8 (adopted child), or 12 (brother of reference person) for RELATION (type of family relation with the person in question), are coded as NCHILD=1. It is important to be aware that this may inflate NCHILD=1, due to the fact that it is not possible to discern whether these respondents are the only children in the household.

· PERSID

Person/diarist identifier  was coded as a sequence of numbers from 1 to the total number of diaries (37731), this has been corrected. Since, there is only one original identifier and this only relates to the household, then several steps need to be taken to create the new PERSID variable. The data is first sorted by the household id (in ascending order) and then by age (in descending order). There are numerous cases in which there is more than one person with the same age in the same household, therefore, further sorting is required to create a unique identifier. After this is done the oldest person in the household is given the number of 1, the next oldest 2 and so on until everyone in the household has a unique identifier. This process is repeated for every household - one person households are always, PERSID=1.  Finally it is important to note that PARTID, PARNTID1 and PARNTID2 are similarly affected as the creation of these variables is dependent on the person identifier.  

· RETIRED

There are 14.8% of cases with missing values for the original variable OCCUPATI. These cases are individuals under 14 years of age. In the computation of RETIRED, it was assumed that these respondents were children, and were coded as RETIRED=0. 

· STUDENT

There are 14.8% of cases with missing values for the original variable OCCUPATI. These cases are individuals aged 3-14 years. Given that children in Italy begin pre-primary school at a young age, it was assumed that these respondents were students, and were coded as STUDENT=1.

· UNEMP

There are 14.8% of cases with missing values for the original variable OCCUPATI. It was found that these cases were individuals who were under 14 years of age. In the computation of UNEMP, it was assumed that these respondents were students, and therefore these missing values were coded as UNEMP=0.
