VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION

· SURVEY
The survey of Norway 1990 was conducted from February 1990 to January 1991. The variable SURVEY however takes the value ‘1990’ so that it follows the labeling convention of using the first year of a multi-year survey.

· DAY
The labels for the original variable were not provided in the original dataset. However, investigation of the day variable in conjunction with the date variable provided showed that P2131=1 represented Monday, P2131=2 represented Tuesday, and so on.
· MONTH
The last two digits of P2133 were selected to compute MONTH.  
· AGE2
AGE2 was computed by subtracting the year of birth of the respondent from the survey year (“90”). This is somewhat inaccurate given that the survey was conducted in both 1990 and 1991. The combination of month and year of the respondent’s birth and month and year of survey would have been needed to produce more accurate results.
· CIVSTAT
CIVSTAT for Norway 1990 is more detailed than in most other surveys since it is based on two different questions.
· FAMSTAT
FAMSTAT=1 corresponds to respondents with children aged from 0-6 instead of 0-4.

FAMSTAT=2 correspond to respondents with children aged from 7-17 instead of 5-17.
· NCHILD
NCHILD=5 corresponds to households with 5 or more children. The original variable “number of children 0-18 years old” does not include the respondents themselves who are younger than 18. However NCHILD should account for all children under 18 in the household. Therefore, respondents who are younger than 18 years old and living with one or two parents are coded as NCHILD = 1. It is important to be aware that this may inflate NCHILD=1, due to the fact that it is not possible to discern whether these respondents are the only children in the household.

· AGEKID
The original variable “age of the youngest child” does not include the respondents themselves who are younger than 18. However AGEKID should account for all children under 18 in the household. Therefore, respondents who are 16 and 17 years old, with AGEKID = -7, and living with one or two parents are coded as AGEKID = 3.

AGEKID=1 represents youngest children aged 0 to 6 instead of 0-4.

AGEKID=2 represents youngest children aged from 7 to 12 instead of 5-12.
· RETIRED
RETIRED =1 is here restricted to those receiving pension benefits.
· EMPSP
Given the high percentage of respondents who have missing values for P679 (the original variable) and the fact that there were no cases coded as “99” (does not have a spouse), it became clear that cases with missing values for P679 were cases with no spouse and were coded as EMPSP= -7. The distinction between full-time and part-time work is based on the respondent’s own definition and not on the hours of work.
· WORKHRS
The value “45” for WORKHRS represents 45 hours or more per week. The original variable was a categorical one. We transformed it into a continuous variable by using the mid-point (roughly) of each category.
· EDUCA
The original variable’ P672’ was used to create EDUCA.  The value labels for EDUCA are as follows:

1 'junior HS = 9 yrs in school' 

2 '=12 yrs in school' 

3 'university level' 

The original value 99 'non-response' was recoded to equal -8 'Non-response'.
