INFORMATION ON THE ORIGINAL FILES
If you extract the original data to supplement material in the MTUS, note that there are editing problems in the original data. One set of issues which must be corrected relate to three persons in two households whose details are duplicated. These are the two persons in household 70340215401 and one person in household 72340206901. Additionally note that two households have the household id 81740121901. These two households are collected in different tranches. The adjustment for this household id number only (if uqnr=81740121901 uqnr=uqnr+tranche-1) will produce a unique household identifier for each household which will match to corresponding cases in the MTUS version of this data.

There are 5 original files for South Africa, 2000. The file hhold, which contains the demographic and facilities details for each household. The file member, which lists the age, gender, and race of all household members, and also lists the relationship between each of the diarists selected in each household and the other members of this household. This file includes the information needed to determine the age of the youngest child, identify diarists who are single parents, identify relationships between the diarists, compute the number of people in the household and the household type, and the identifiers of the parents or partner of the diarists. The file person contains the personal demographic information for each diarist. There are two diary files, activall, which is a half-hour time-slot file; the second file, episode, which is an episode-level diary file. There are some errors in the diary files. We use the activall file as these errors are more easily addressed in this file (all amendments detailed in the conversion code).
The original diary file includes one non-diary, uqnr=91430204701 and person=1, with all diary information missing, This non-diary removed and this cases treated as a non-respondent.

· While the survey did not ask who else is present, some activity codes entail the presence of other people. In the case of the presence of other household members, where the person lives in a couple-only household, the codes for the presence of other members of the household must mean the spouse. Presence of spouse cannot be disentangled for other household types (hhtype=3).
VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION

· PARTID
We have created this variable, but users should note that this variable matches to the spouse/partner in the household member matrix. There is not always a diary from the spouse.

· PERSID
The household identifier uniquely identifies each household in all files. The household member file has a person identifier with values from 1 to the maximum number of persons in the household. There are two variables in the household member file which mark the relationship between each diarist and the other members of the household. The person coded as the diarist in the variable q123arel has the value 1 in the person-level identifier in all other files, and the person coded as the diarist in the variable q123brel has the value 2 in the person-level identifier in all other files. In the MTUS, we use the value of the person identifier in the household membership file, with values from 1 to 24. To reconstruct the person-level identifier that matches to the other original files, the person with the lower persid value should be coded as person identifier =1; and the person with the higher persid should be coded as person identifier =2. This will cover 5965 households (11930 diarists). There are 2373 cases where only one person completed a diary. In the 1460 households with only one household member, the alternative person number is 1. The majority of the 913 remaining cases also are alternative person identifier=1. The household identifiers (uqnr) of the 198 cases where the alternative person identifier (person)=2 are:

· RELREFP
In principal, this variable refers to the relationship to the household reference person or to the person with person ID=1 in the household. In this case, the interviewers collected a household matrix, though person number 1 is not always the person who answered the household level questionnaire. Two people are selected to keep diaries, and such household relationship data as are available relate to the relationship between each household member and each diarist. It is not straightforward to identify relationships between all household members and person 1 or the person who answered the household questionnaire. In cases of one-person households, relrefp=1 (person 1). We can code relrefp for two person households as well using the household membership matrix. In the case of households with three or more members, if one of the diarists is coded as person 1, we code this person as relrefp=1. In other cases of households with more than three members, relrefp reflects the relationship between the two diarists in the household.
· SINGPAR
There is no direct question about this status. We used the household member matrix to identify diarists who are the parent of another household member who do not have a spouse/partner (civstat=2). Many of these single parents live in complex households, which contrasts with the pattern in surveys from many countries in the MTUS.

· CIVSTAT
There are a small number of 10-14 year olds (n=30) coded as “married or living as husband as wife” in the original variable MARITALS. 

· EMPSTAT
There were no variables in the original dataset indicating full time vs part time employment; therefore, all those who are employed are coded as EMPSTAT=3 (there are no values for EMPSTAT=1 or 2).
There are a relatively large number of 10-14 year olds (n=167) coded as EMPSTAT=3. Given this is a substantial number of young respondents employed, some could represent miscodes in the original employment status variable.

· STUDENT
STUDENT was coded using the original “reason for not looking for work” (NOTLOOKI) variable; a specific variable concerning student status was not available. There were a number of missing cases for the NOTLOOKI variable; these represented those who were employed, and were coded as STUDENT=0. Further, there are a large number of cases (n=365) who are coded as STUDENT=1 and as employed in the original employment status variable (ECSTAT) and EMPSTAT3.
· RETIRED
RETIRED was coded using the original “reason for not looking for work” (NOTLOOKI) variable; a specific variable concerning retirement status was not available. The value of the original variable (NOTLOOKI=2) was labeled “retired or too old to work”; therefore, those coded as retired may not have official retirement status, and in fact some (n=195) are coded as ‘employed’ in the original employment status variable (ECSTAT) and concurrently, EMPSTAT3.

· OWNHOME
No variable asks if people own their own home. Nonetheless, there is a variable that distinguishes brick houses with own yard, traditional material houses, flats in block of flats, and town houses (coded as own home), formal dwellings in yard, informal dwellings in yard, other informal dwellings (coded as renting as these dwellings are on someone else’s property), and living in a room in a shared house, living in a garage or other shared space, living in a tent, and other arrangements are coded as other arrangements. We code living in a brick house, a traditional materials house, a town house or a flat as owning – some of these people are actually renting, but their relationship to their homes will be more secure and also such homes reflect greater access to resources than enjoyed by those in living the other arrangements in this country.
· VEHICLE
While there is a question asking if the household owns a car, there is no question asking how many cars or whether the household owns a bicycle. We are able to identify some households with a bicycle by the reporting of time cycling by one of the household members, though this element of this variable is undercounted. Users should treat this variable with caution.
