The original age variable has only 4 categories: 15-24; 25-44; 45-64; and 65+. These categories are reset to numbers that permit use of this variable as a pseudo-continuous variable (20; 35; 55; 65). The value “65” covers the widest age range. People whose school-leaving age is less than 17 and who are in the youngest age range category and who either have yet to acquire an occupation group or are students are assumed to be respondents under the age of 18, and age for these people is reset to 16. Roughly 1/3rd of the people in the youngest age group should be in the under-18 age group, and this calculation produces though the 33 people so coded likely is too small, and likely some people aged less than 18 remain coded incorrectly as aged 20.

The variable noting the age of the youngest child includes youngest child aged <5 and aged 5 to 14. As there are no other relevant household variables, it is not possible to code the other categories in full – though where the diarist is aged less than 18, agekidx is set to 3.
· CARER
While no question asks if the diarist ever does adult care, there is a week of diaries, and there are codes for adult care. If any of these codes appear in any of the 7 diaries, the variable carer is set to 1, though this process only identifies 47 carers (2% of diarists).
· INCOME
There is no income variable per se, but the social class and the occupation group variables are used to approximate this variable. People who are working class and working in unskilled or semi-skilled jobs account for around 25% of the sample, and these are coded as the lowest income group.

· OCCUP
There is no occupation variable, but there are two relevant variables. The first asks for social class (upper, middle and working class), and an occupation variable, also with three categories (professional or managerial, moderately skilled, and semi or unskilled).
· EDUCA

Two variables are relevant to education: the age left full-time education (age 17+, age 15-16, and age 14 or less) and occupation (professional, skilled, semi-skilled or unskilled). These two variables are combined into a single variable for educa.The variable ‘slvage’ was used to compute EDUCA. The value labels for EDUCA are as follows:
