VARIABLE-SPECIFIC INFORMATION
· COHAB, COMPUTER, and SECTOR
These variables could not be created.

· AGE

Age in age groups, mid-points taken to approximate a continuous variable, but these are not actual ages. Category conversions: 18-19=18; 20-24=22; 25-29=27; 30-34=32; 35-39=37; 40-44=42; 45=49=47; 50-54=52; 55-59=57; 60-69=65.
· AGEKIDX and AGEKID2
There are no variables for the age of the youngest child or age of the youngest person in the household. Nonetheless, there is a variable marking the number of pre-school aged children (nbaby), which is a subset of the variable nchild, the number of children aged <18. If nbaby>0 agekidx was coded as 1. If nbaby=0 but nchild>0 agekidx was coded as 3. Note that agekidx=3 will include cases where the youngest child is aged 5-12 (and should be agekidx=2). It was not possible to identify the age of the youngest child when the youngest child is an adult.
· CDAY
The exact day the diary completed is not in the data, but the week in the month is recorded. The first day in the reference week is used for CDAY.

· CITIZEN
This variable not directly in the data. Nevertheless, there are variables noting where respondents were born. People born in Australia or whose parents were born in Australia are counted as Australian citizens (76.6% of cases). Also, people who migrated to Australia as children and still lived there as adults or who migrated 15 years or more prior to the survey also are assumed to now be Australian citizens as significant government initiatives and incentives encourage long term residents from overseas to become citizens.
· EDUCA
There is no highest level of education achieved thus far. There is a variable noting the age at which people left primary or secondary school, and also a series of variables with a code of 1 if the diarist held that qualification. The single case of art school and the additional single case of blind institute added to other certificate category. These variables marked 1 used for categories 3 to 11. If the age left secondary or primary school is 16 or older, then the diarist was coded as having completed secondary school, but if the person has not left school yet or left school prior to age 16, they are coded as not having completed secondary school. The age left school includes a code for no schooling, and this is separately coded.

· EMPSP
There is no employment status of the spouse variable. There is an occupation of the male head of the household variable, which equals the occupation of the male head of the household when the diarist is the male head of the household. There also are two variables for the previous occupation of male heads of household who were unemployed or retired at the time of the interview. Where the diarist is the wife of the male head of household, these variables can be used to identify whether the husband is employed or not employed (though not whether he works full time or part time). Of unweighted cases of diarists in couples, 90% of husbands work full-time, 2% work part-time, 2% work unknown hours, and 6% are not working. 23% of wives work full-time, 16% work part-time, 2% work unknown hours, and 59% do not work. Where the diarist is male or not the wife of the head of the household, empsp cannot be coded.
· HEALTH
Based on frequency need to use medical services rather than self-reported health status.

· OCCUP
Not possible to distinguish professional groups, all professionals coded as 7 – other professionals. Also some non-compatible categories. Semi-skilled and skilled technical lumped into occup=8 (health, education and social care support), as distinguished from the manual and sales or clerical support but not professional. Where people are retired of otherwise out of the labour market, the previous reported occupation is used to make this variable.
· PERSID / ID
Only one person per household completed a diary. There are two identifiers, one for the region where the diary was collected, and a second for the diarist. The person identifier on its own is unique only for slightly fewer than half of cases. The two identifiers are combined to make the person and diary id – town multiplied by 1000 + person identifier. The original variable 

· RELREFP

Cannot create all categories. Also head of household defined and main income earning man or if no such man then as the main income earning woman. Skew of reference person being a man. Also created spouse (mostly wives), parent, child, other relative and other not related to the reference person. Other categories are not available.
· SINGPAR
The data do not identify which diarists are parents. Also, there is no possibility of identifying men who are single parents. The relationship variable marks a male head of the household (main income earner) and relation of other people to the male head of the household if there is a male head. Knowing that someone is the child of the male head of household does not help us to know whether the mother also lives in the household. While it is within possibility that no single male parents were included in the sample, it is not possible to say this for certain. The relationship matrix variable uses the same code for wife of the male head of the household and female head of the household. Where the diarist is a woman who is not in a couple (divorced, separated, widowed, single) but coded as wife of head or female head of household, we assumed that she is the head of the household. Where women we assume to be female heads of household live in households with children, we assume they are single parents. There is no way of knowing when female single parents live with a child aged 18 or older.
· URBAN

The sample is drawn from urban zone census districts, with limited low density population agricultural areas. Sparse rural populations and rural populations remote from urban centres are not represented in the sample.
· WORKHRS
Original hours of work variable the number of hours normally worked on a work day. This is multiplied by 5 to produce a weekly work hours estimate. Where usual weekly hours on a second job reported, these are added to the base calculation for workhrs.
