· CITIZEN, HEALTH, OWNHOME, RURAL, RUSHED
Could not be created in this survey.

· AGE
The original age variable included age bands rather than actual age. We took midpoints of these bands to allow this variable to act similarly to a continuous variable. Also note that the value 75 means 75 and older. 
· AGEKIDX, AGEKID2
Agekidx=1 represents children 0-6 instead of 0-4. Agekidx=3 includes some children aged 12. Agekidx2 thus covers a smaller range than for most surveys. Age of the youngest child in the household, like age, calculated from the mid-points of age bands rather than actual age.
· EDUCA
The original variables “E13” and “E14” were combined to create EDUCA (EDUCA = (E13*100)+E14). EDUCA=102,103,202,203,301, we assumed that upper secondary education is not completed.

· EMPINCLM
This variable is taken from is net personal income last month, so includes other categories of income as well. Where the person’s main source of income is employment income (rather than family transfers, government benefits, pension, rent or interest), we keep the original value. Thus the majority of this income for most cases for which this variable is available represents wage income. For those cases where people’s main income is from another source but the diarist has recorded hours of paid, we multiply the value of the original personal monthly income by 100 – and users can decide if they wish to make any estimates from this or not. · PARNTID1
Note there are 5 cases of CPHOME=1 in the individual file where a grandchild lives with a grandparent or great grandparent only. Most of these cases are not diarist cases. These instances are marked in the syntax file. There are some complex households with multiple generations and 1 single parent living with parents of grandparents. These cases can be identified by rerunning the computation of the parntid1 variable before only diary cases are selected in the person-level file. 
· RELREFP
Not possible to identify siblings, parents-in-law, children-in-law or siblings-in-law.

·  SPPART
The with whom variable that includes time with spouse lumps all time with adult household members. We create this variable only for those persons in couples. For couples who live in 2-person households, and also for those persons who live in households that include only a couple and children aged less than 18, the variable sppart represents time with the spouse. For multi-couple households and households containing more adults than the couple, this variable may include time with other household adults miscoded as time with the spouse.
·  SURVEY
In older versions of this data, the value of survey was set to 1992 rather than 1991 for no apparent reason. This variable now is set to the correct value according to the MTUS conventions.

· WORKHRS

The survey only reports groups hours of work in the main job. We report the midpoints of these groups. The variable for the hours at second job are the actual hours for very low hours, then grouped hours for more hours. If the diarist also worked a second job, we added the actual hours if reported of the grouped mid-point for higher numbers of second job hours.
