· CARER

There is no specific information on whether the diarist looks after an adult. We use the information from the diary to compute whether the diarist is a carer or not. Thus, we compute value “1” if the diarist reported positive time on adult care in the time of the diary, and value “0” otherwise

· COMPUTER 
There is no variable indicating whether the diarist’s household has a home computer or internet access at home.  Therefore we compute this variable using diary information.  We compute value ''1” (i.e. the diarist’s household has a home computer or internet access at home) if one of the primary or secondary computer-use activities  (i.e. 721 Programming & data processing, 722 Look for information on-line, 723 E-mail etc, 729 Other or unspecified computing or 733 Computer games) occurs at home (i.e. 11 Own home or 12 Second or holiday home) for any one of the household respondents.  Otherwise this variable is given the value of zero.  

· EDUCA and EDCAT
In the Spanish Survey there is information about the highest level of education of the diarist. This variable has the following distribution:

· HEALTH 

The original health variable has values for “poor” and “very poor”, which are coded as one category in the MTUS: “poor”.  

· MONTH

The original survey has the following entries for month (and year): 

1  January-March 2010

2  April-June 2010

3  July-September 2010

4  October-December 2009

Since the exact month is unknown the middle month is used.  Therefore: 

1  January-March 2010 =  February

2  April-June 2010 = May

3  July-September 2010 = August

4  October-December 2009 = November 

This means that even though the original survey collects data for an entire year (12 months) there are only 4 months (i.e. February, May, August, and November) in the MTUS data.

· RELREFP  

The original variable does not include the categories for Father / Mother-in-law or Brother / Sister-in-law.  Therefore, they do not exist in RELREFP.  

· RETIRED, STUDENT, UNEMP  

This survey offers very limited information on small hours worked by people with minimal engagement in the labour market. The numbers of students, retired people and unemployed people with small hours of work may be underestimated.
