· AGE

This survey sampled people aged 16 and older. There are age errors in 8 cases with people coded as aged less than 16. All of these cases are students with time patterns of young people who live with their parents. We recoded the 3 cases where the student completed secondary education and moved on to post-secondary education (hldid=879 and persid=3; hldid=2062 and persid=3; hldid=4347 and persid=3 -> age changed to 17; hldid=1955 and persid=3; hldid=1363 and persid=3; hldid=1367 and persid=4; hldid=4709 and persid=5; hldid=5039 and persid=2 -> age changed to 17)

· AGEKIDX / AGEKID2
For those individuals in the household that did not respond the time use survey (only one respondent per household) there is no information on the exact age. In fact, age of non-participants is coded in age ranges, with the following values: 0-4, 5-9, 10-14, 15-19, 20-24, 25-29, 30-34, 35-39, 40-44, 45-49, 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65-69, 70-74, 75-79, 80-84, 85+. For these reason, labels for the variable “agekidx” are different than in other surveys. In this way, we have created the following category: agekidx=1 if the youngest child is aged 0-4, agekidx=2 if the youngest child is aged 5-14, agekidx=3 if youngest child is aged 15-19, and agekidx=4 if youngest child is 20+.
· CARER

There is no specific information on whether the diarist looks after an adult. We use the information from the diary to compute whether the diarist is a carer or not. Thus, we compute value “1” if the diarist reported positive time on adult care in the time of the diary, and value “0” otherwise

· DAY and PROPWT
In the child files, no boys aged 16-17 completed a diary on a Thursday. The weights keep the two weekend days in proper proportion, but treat the four weekdays for boys as 1.5 days to keep weekday diaries in proper balance with their proportion of the days of the week. There is an imbalance with more diaries from Fridays than other days. Users should keep this in mind when using the diaries from the young people in this survey.

· EDUCA and EDTRY

In the Spanish Survey there is information about the highest level of education of the diarist. This variable has the following distribution:

· EMPSTAT
No information about the number of hours worked is available. EMPSTAT in this survey only has the values 3 (working, hours unknown) and 4 (not working), and thus has only two categories, like the flag EMP.

· HLDID and PERSID
The survey team assigned a unique identifier to each sampled household. The interviewer compiled a household matrix, and interviewed one person aged 18 or older about circumstances of the household, then interviewed one person aged 16 or older to complete the diary. The household identifier, hldid, uniquely identifies cases as only one sample member completed a diary. Persid, the person identifier, reflects the number assigned to the diarist on the household matrix. We retain both identifiers to enable users who wish to match in additional information from the original household matrix.
· SINGPAR

This survey includes a particularly high level of single parents. We cannot explain the cause.
